It's a request that has been asked for for as long
as we've been running the TOUR, and we have
decided to change our credit card procedures and
come into the 21st century by accepting credit card
payments online - Visa, MasterCard, Discover, and
yes, American Express - through a link to PayPal.

You will now see a “Make a Credit Card Payment”
menu item which will take you to a screen that
provides options for what you want to buy -
membership, handicap service, tournaments. We
are also providing the option of making skins
payments for our tournaments using a credit card.
There is a $1 convenience fee for skins payments
as we'll need to make sure we have enough cash
to cover everyone who's prepaid online. Unless
otherwise noted, there is no convenience fee for
any other kind of online credit card payment.

So, if you're planning on using a credit card for a
tournament payment, you will need to make sure
you pay online before you arrive at the event.
